POTENTIAL BARRIERS
TO CALLING 911

lt's important to recognize the fears & anxieties
that may come with police involvement. An
alternative option to keep each other sate is to
ask a friend or RA to call 211 if you would feel
more comfortable with them making the call &
taking the lead with the police interaction.

THE BACCHUS MANEUVER

Raise person's L arm above head. Pull R
shoulder to roll them toward you.

@ Gently roll person as a unit. Guard their
head as you roll.

Tuck R hand under cheek to maintain head
tilt. Drop R knee tforward to stabilize.

COOPERATE

Stay on scene. Be helpful and
cooperative. EMS and other professionals
are there to make sure your friend is sate,
not to get you in trouble.
